DISTRICT SIMPLIFIED GRANT (DSG)
APPLICATION FOR FUNDING

2009-2010


The Trustees of The Rotary Foundation continue to offer District Simplified Grants (DSG). District 5030 will use its District Designated Funds (DDF) for local humanitarian projects that benefit the community and/or improve the lives of the economically disadvantaged.  

The amount the District receives as its DSG is computed as follows: 

TRF returns to the District as DDF funds a percentage of TRF donations for the year that is three years prior to the program year.   The amount of the DSG grant can be up to 20% of the District’s DDF funds in a given year. 

For the Rotary Year 2009/2010, the amount available is approximately $48,000.00 and is based on donations made during 2006/2007.   

The time to apply for DSG project funding is 1 July 2009. 

TRF DSG Select Committee for District 5030 will use its grant funds for short-term Community Service or Vocational Service projects that significantly benefit the sponsoring clubs’ communities.  Some important considerations for working with a District Simplified Grant: 

· The grant cycle is short:  All projects must be complete and the District must submit a final report to TRF within the Rotary year the funds were received by the District.

· The funding process will be competitive, and no funds will be awarded for projects until all applications have been evaluated.

· The amount of contributions to The Rotary Foundation by the applying clubs will be considered when evaluating the applications. 

· Proposals must be for a totally new project, with a limit of one proposal per club.  

· If two or more clubs partner together on one project, one club will be the lead club and will be responsible for all reporting and oversight.

· The Grant award requires a 1:1 ratio match from the sponsoring club(s).  

· There will be awards of $3500.00 (minimum) to $5000.00 (maximum) each.
· The timeline for the grant cycle is as follows:

· July 1         DSG Applications by clubs to begin



· October 1
Deadline for submitting proposed Grants.  (Five copies) 
· October 15
Proposals are evaluated and selected according to specified criteria (see attached application form).

· November 1
Clubs with selected proposals will submit their matches to the District Treasurer. Make checks Payable to Rotary District 5030 DSG.  Funds for a winning proposal will not be released until matching funds are received from clubs.

· December 31 District required to up date interim report to R/I Clubs to furnish            interim report by Dec. 31 to the DSG committee

· February 15
Sponsoring clubs file interim project reports with the District.

· April 30
New interim reports are due from project sponsors and project wrap-ups begin with estimated completion date.
 

· May 31
Clubs complete and submit final reports to the District.

· June 30
The District submits its final report to TRF. With final review.

* The above Bold print to be done by the clubs in a timely fashion. 

The District must complete the above requirements with a final review by June 30th to be eligible to receive future DSG funds.  It is extremely important for all clubs receiving funding to comply with the above requirements, or the district will be ineligible for future funding for the next five years. The lead club must keep complete set of records of the grant issued for five Years.
